(a) AVIATION RULEMAKING COMMITTEE.—Not later
than 90 days after the date of enactment of this Act, the
Administrator of the Federal Aviation Administration
shall convene an aviation rulemaking committee to make
recommendations to the Administrator to ensure that any
aircraft certified by the Administrator is properly
equipped with technology that maimtains pilot visibility
when dense, continuous smoke is present in the cockpit
of the aircraft.

(b) ComMPOSITION.—The aviation rulemaking com-
mittee shall be ecomposed of subject matter experts, avia-
tion labor representatives, and industry stakeholders.

(¢) DEADLINE FOR RECOMMENDATIONS.—Not later
