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DIVISION A—CONTINUING APPROPRIATIONS
RESOLUTION, 2009

The folloﬁng sums are héreby appropriated, out of
any money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated,
and out of applicable corporate or other revenues, receipts,
and funds, for the several departments, agencies, corpora-
tions, and other organizational units of Government for
fiscal year 2009, and for other purposes, namely:

SEC. 101. Such amounts as may be necessary, at a
rate for operations as provided in the applicable appro-
priations Acts for fiscal year 2008 and under the authority
and conditions provided in such Acts, for continuing
projects or activities (including the costs of direct loans
and loan guarantees) that are not otherwise specifically
provided for in this joint resolution, that were conducted
in fiscal year 2008, and for which appropriations, funds,
or other authority were made available in the following
appropriations Acts: divisions A, B, C, D, F, G, H, J,
and K of the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2008 (Pub-
lic Law 110-161).

SEC. 102. Rates for operations shall be calculated
under section 101 without regard to any amount des-
ignated in the applicable appropriations Acts for fiscal

year 2008 as an emergency requirement or necessary to
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emergency needs pursuant to any concurrent resolu-

2 tion on the budget, other than the following amounts:
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(1) $150,000,000 provided in Public Law 110-
252 for “Department of Health and Human Serv-
ices—I'ood and Drug Administration—Salaries and
Expenses”. |

(2) $143,539,000 provided in division B of
Public Law 110-161 for ‘“‘Department of Justice—
Federal Bureau of Investigation—Salaries and Ex-
penses’’.

SEC. 103. Appropriations made by section 101 shall
be available to the extent and in the manner that would
be provided by the pertinent appropriations Act.

SEC. 104. No appropriation or funds made available
or authority granted pursuant to section 101 shall be used
to initiate or resume any project or activity for which ap-
propriatibns, funds, or other authority were not available
during fiseal year 2008.

SEC. 105. Appropriations made and authority grant-
ed pursuant to this joint resolution shall eover all -obliga-
tions or expenditures incurred for any project or activity
during the period for which funds or authority for such
project or activity are available under this joint resolution.

SEC. 106. Unless otherwise provided for in this joint
resolution or in the applieable appropriations Aect for fiscal
year 2009, appropriations and funds made available and
authority granted pursuant to this joint resolation shall
be available until whichever of the following first oceurs:
(1) the enactment into law of an appropriation for any
project or activity provided for in this joint resolution; (2)
the enactment into law of the applicable appropriations
Act for ﬁsba] year 2009 without any provision for such

projeet or activity; or (3) March 6, 2009.
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SEC. 107. EXpenditures made pursuant to this joint
resolution shall be charged to the applicable appropriation,
fund, or authorization whenever a bill in which such appli-
cable appropriation, fund, or authoﬁzation 1s contained is
enacted into law.

SEC. /108. Appropriations made and funds méde
available ‘by or authority granted pursuant to this joint
resolution may be used without regard to the time limita-
tions for submission and approval of apportioninenfs set
forth in section 1513 of title 31, United States Code, but
nothing in this joint resolution may be construed to waive
any other provision of law governing the apportionment.

SEC. 109. Notwithstanding any other provision of
this joint resolution, except section 106, for those pro-
grams thaﬁ would otherwise have high initial rates of oper-
ation or complete distribution of appropriations at the be-
ginning of fiscal year 2009 because of distributions of
funding to States, foreign countries, grantees, or others,
such high initial rates of operation or complete distribu-
tion shall not be made, and no grants shall be awarded
for such programs funded by this joint resolution that
would impinge on final funding prerogatives.

SEC. 110. This joint resolution shall be implemented
