8 (B) the ecosystem services provided by the
9 Apalachicola River;
10 (C) the impact of variation in freshwater

12 coastal ecosystems, including the Apalachicola
13 Bay ecosystem; and
14 (D) how to restore the natural hydraulic
15 function of the ACF River System, including
16 restoration of floodplains and wetlands.
17 (2) An assessment of models that serve as the
18 basis for the master manuals of the ACF River Sys-

20 (3) An assessment of water availability, supply
21 options, demand-management alternatives, and so-
22 cioeconomic factors that influence uses in the ACF
23 River System, including water quality, navigation,
24 hydropower, recreation, in-stream ecology, and flood
25 control.

(6) Recommendations for any additional meas-
ures to address the long-term watershed manage-
ment needs of the ACF River System as the Council
considers to be appropriate.

(d) REPORT.—Not later than 2 years after entering

into an agreement under subsection (b), the Council shall
submit to the Secretary and Congress a report containing

the findings of the study under subsection (b), mcluding
