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SEC. 3 CERTAIN EXISTING FLIGHT TIME LIMITATIONS
AND REST REQUIREMENTS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any interpreta-
tion issued by the Administrator of the Federal Aviation
Administration, the requirements regarding sections 263
and 267(d) of part 135 of title 14, Code of Federal Regu-
lations, for part 135 certificate holders providing air am-
bulance services and pilots and flight erewmembers of all-
cargo aircraft regarding certain flight times and rest peri-
ods shall remain in effect as such requirements were in
effect on January 1, 2011 .

(b) RESTRICTION ON REGULATIONS.—The Adminis-
trator may not issue, finalize, or implement a rule regard-
ing sections 263 and 267(d) of part 135 of title 14, Code
of Federal Regulations, as proposed in docket No. FAA-
2010-1259, Interpretations of Rest Requirements, pub-

lished in the Federal Register on Deeember 23, 2010, or
